Drill Related Competitions
During the year Cadets compete with other Cadets from within the Brigade in Competitions. The competitions begin with Cadet of the Month, in which a Let 1 (Freshman) or Let 2 (Sophomore) compete for the top position in his battalion. Next is an event called Squad of the Quarter which takes place at the end each of quarter during the year. Then near the end of each semester, one Platoon from each Company takes part in the Platoon of the Semester Competition. Each of these competitions are judged and graded by Cadets from within the Brigade. Finally there is Company Drill Competition in which every Company except Headquarters and Band compete. This is the only competition that is not judged by the Cadets but is instead judged by the Cadre. In each of these events the Company is awarded points towards Company of the Year. Company of the Year is the years last competition on which only one Company may win from points accumulated throughout year from competitions and PT/parade results. Companies can also earn extra points at events, such as The Gannam Day Review, The St. Patrick’s Day Parade, and Cadet Challenge. Each of these events and other incentives such as ribbons, merits, and gudion streamers help build Esprit-de-Corps and proficiency within the Brigade. Each of these competitions will be further explained in the Drill Related Competitions section listed below.
